Amazing Ice Maze 

The 2007 Ice Maze will be a remarkable attraction to this year’s “Winter Carnival Park” on Harriet Island, providing the chance for families to get lost while looking for treasures and clues hidden within the walls of the maze.  This years maze is sponsored by Ecolab and will be 100 feet in diameter, while being constructed from 2,000 blocks of ice pulled from Saint Paul’s very own Lake Phalen.  Each block is 20’ x 40’ x 10’ and weighs approximately 300 lbs.  The Architectural firm involved is Leo A. Daly (Head Architect Frank Anderson), whose past involvement with the Carnival includes designing the 2004 Ice Palace at the Carnival as well as the 2002 Ice Maze.  The design will allow the top of the maze to be viewable from the city side of the river, a great photo opportunity.  This sloped maze will be 8 feet tall.  Additionally, Electrical Engineers from Collins Electric (Head Electrical Designer Kevin Kuehn) will provide all the lighting to make this year’s maze a sight not to miss.  Located in the center of the maze will be an ice throne for visitors to sit and take photos.  Construction of the maze was made possible by the St. Paul Building and Construction Trades, along with trained & skilled craftsmen and Union Members from local groups.
