Ice Carving Competition

This traditional Winter Carnival event is back as blocks of ice are transformed into beautiful masterpieces, remaining a highlight to Carnival goers year after year!  Endless photo opportunities are available on Harriet Island during the competition as well as the stunning display of finished work.  Both team and individual competitions are guided by a strict set of rules, requiring artists to utilize their very best creative thinking.  Additionally, competitor’s sculptures must be consistent with a sketch that was proposed and selected by the Selection Committee.  
Along with how the carving is linked to the contest theme, “Fire and Reign, a New Beginning”, judging will be based on two criteria: 

DESIGN: creativity/originality, incorporation of theme, completeness of design

EXECUTION: initial impact, attention to detail, technical difficulty, utilization of ice, finishing, site cleanup, & matching to design

Total points will determine the results.
Multi Block Competition – January 24th – January 26th 

Each contestant or team will be given 20 blocks of ice approximately 40” x 20” x 10”.  Finished carvings must be no more that 12ft above the ground, and no wider than 12ft by 10ft.  This year’s competition will begin at 12:00 noon on January 24th, and will end at 12:00 noon on January 26th.  Following completion of the contest, judging will take place after noon on January 26th.  Winners will be announced at an awards ceremony held on January 27th.
Awards:

· 1st Place:  $3000s
· 2nd Place:  $1500

· 3rd Place:  $700

· 4th Place:  $300

· People’s Choice:  $250

· Carver’s Choice:  $250

Single Block Competition – January 27th
This year each competitor (Professional and Artisan) will receive two 10” x 20” x 40” blocks of ice to turn into their own dazzling display of skilled artistry.  As a timed challenge, sculptors will begin no earlier than 9:00 am, and will be stopped promptly at 3:00 pm.  Judging will begin shortly after (3:00 – 4:00), and the winner will be announced at the awards ceremony immediately following the judging.  

All categories and divisions receive 1st – 3rd place awards.  Each professional division also receives a cash awards as follows:
· 1st Place:  $750, Power Tool and Hand Carve

· 2nd Place:  $500, Power Tool and Hand Carve

· 3rd Place:  $200, Power Tool and Hand Carve
