Three member teams from around Minnesota have from 9:00 am January 26th until 11:30 am Sunday January 28th to transform one 8’ x 8’ x 8’ block of snow into a work of art.  Sculptures will be formed with no molds, following a creative concept/design envisioned and submitted by the team prior to the competition. 
Judging will begin at 12:45 pm Sunday January 28th, followed by the Awards Ceremony at 1:30 pm.
