Will Steger Expedition Send – Off Party

Please join Will Steger and the Global Warming 101 Expedition team, an initiative of the Will Steger Foundation, at Harriet Island for the Expedition Send – Off Party and press conference from 12:00 pm – 1:30 pm on Saturday January 27th.  Guests will have the opportunity to meet with Will, the Team & the Dogs, look at expedition equipment, take photos, and purchase posters & books.

On February 8th, the Global Warming 101 Expedition will join four Inuit hunters on a 1,200-mile, four-month dogsled expedition across the Canadian Arctic’s Baffin Island.  Through text, video, images, and updates on the Will Steger Foundation’s Global Warming 101 website, the team will document how the Inuit culture is coping with global warming. They will be traveling alongside four dog teams across traditional hunting paths, frozen rivers, fjords, glaciers, and ice caps in reach of some of the most isolated Inuit villages on the planet.  The night of the Send – Off Party, Steger will be leading a basic winter survival camp for 150 Scouts camped out on Harriet Island.  

Steger is an educator, polar explorer, photographer, writer and lecturer and founder of the Will Steger Foundation. He has journeyed thousands of miles by dog sled and is an advocate for understanding and preserving the Arctic.  In 1986, he led a team of six by dog sled on the first ever self supported expedition to the North.  He also made history when he led the longest unsupported dog sled journey ever recorded in 1988: 1,600 miles across Greenland.  He has also had several articles and photographs appear in “National Geographic” as well as many other international and national publications. 

The Will Steger Foundation is devoted to promoting change through education and advocacy.  Since January 2006, the Foundation has been successful in creating programs which encourage international leadership and cooperation through environmental education and policy.  Global Warming 101 aims to increase public knowledge about global warming as seen first hand through Steger’s polar expeditions.

Global Warming 101 will have an exhibit in the Pavilion January 26th – February 4th.  On display will be Will’s dogsled, expedition tent, clothing, and gear.  You can also see footage of his polar expeditions and learn more about Steger’s eyewitness to global warming.
