She had beauty and charm, and she struck it rich in the Gold Rush of 1898 as the most famous dance hall girl in the north. She so charmed the legions of miners that they showered her with gold dust and nuggets, nicknaming her "Klondike Kate".  In 1971, they initiated a contest for choosing a new Kate each year, but Kate became so in demand that a group was formed to fulfill more performances.  She has since become Saint Paul's mistress of fun, frivolity, and good fellowship, and her role in the Saint Paul Winter Carnival Legend is to bring song, fun, and merriment to all Winter Carnival activities.


          Today the Klondike Kates make over 100 appearances a year, including singing live on their award winning float in summer parades and many other engagements, all while working full time jobs.  Their statement of purpose reads "...to promote, enhance, and maintain a positive image, reputation and public perception of the legend of Klondike Kate." They are a "sisterhood" of women who love to perform and, by their very presence, provide open-arm welcome to Saint Paul visitors and locals alike.
This year’s show is a special tribute to the Armed Forces.  Four branches are participating and will be receiving a special Klondike Kate button designed by Mark Salmen, Captain US Navy (Ret.) and Vulcanus Rex 2000.
