Scout Winter Carnival Camp with Will Steger

The camp will combine the excitement of being on Harriet Island alongside Polar Explorer Will Steger, with the opportunity of demonstrating winter survival skills and highlighting the impacts of a key environmental issue – global warming.

The Boy Scout Winter Carnival Camp will take place the first weekend of Carnival. The activity will start Saturday morning, January 27th with the building of the winter camp site. Afternoon and evening activities will include a combination of winter camping demonstrations, Winter Carnival activities and participation in the Will Steger Global Warming Expedition 101 Send-Off and the King Boreas Grande Day Parade.  A Saturday night campout for older Scouts and Venturers will be followed by a Sunday morning religious ceremony, more winter activities and camp take down.

The Scouts had a history of camping as part of the Winter Carnival up until the early 1990s. The centralization of Winter Carnival events on Harriet Island and the opportunity to send off Will Steger on his latest expedition makes 2007 a great year to restart the tradition of a campout, activities and service projects.
