In addition to these challenges, they will take part in several of the Winter Carnival events going on throughout their stay to help the Red Cross promote winter safety and preparedness.

The contestant that remains on Harriet Island for the entirety of the competition will be named the America Red Cross Winter Survivor.  If both challengers remain on the island for the duration of the event, the winner will be determined by the person with the highest points from the trivia contests. 

Aside from bragging rights and the gratitude of the Twin Cities Area Red Cross for helping promote winter safety, the ‘Survivor” will receive two Northwest Airlines tickets to anywhere in the United States!
